SUGGESTED ORDER OF MESSIER MARATHON OBJECTS 
for 4 May 2019

This list comprises the Messier objects with some chance of being seen from Mt Stromlo, in the suggested order of doing them. The strategy for seeing/detecting as many as possible is to find those low in the western twilight before they set, then work eastwards across the sky in order throughout the night, ending with those rising above the eastern horizon just before dawn.

Those low in the sky are likely to be the most difficult, or even impossible if there is too much murk along the horizon, or too much city skyglow. Those marked * will be low in the evening twilight in the west, ** will be low in the north, and *** will be low in the morning twilight in the east. 

For those low in the north, the times they will be highest above the horizon are given – if you find yourself with time on your hands before these are in their best position, just skip ahead to accessible objects further down the list.
